right to assemble and demonstrate by holding dharnas and peaceful
agitations are the basic features of a democratic system. The people of a
democratic country like ours have a right to raise their voice against the
decisions and actions of the Government or even to express their
resentment over the actions of the Government on any subject of social or
national importance. The Government has to respect and, in fact,
encourage exercise of such rights. It is the abundant duty of the State to aid
the exercise of the right to freedom of speech understood in its
comprehensive sense and not to throttle or frustrate exercise of such rights
by exercising its executive or legislative powers and passing orders or
taking action in that direction in the name of reasonable restrictions. The
preventive steps should be founded on actual and prominent threat
endangering public order and tranquility, as it may disturb the social order.
This delegate power vested in the State has to be exercised with great
caution and free from arbitrariness. It must serve the ends of the
